from Flake Handling System 1. PA6,6 resin (pellets) are conveyed to a
l resin dryer

2. PA6,6 resin is melted in an extruder and
conveyed to a melt filter

3. Melt filter extracts contaminates and
refines the PA6,6 for spinning

4. Melted PAG6,6 is metered into specially
formulated filtration packs with
spinnerettes which configures the
polymer into continuous filaments
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5. Continuous filaments are blown down onto
a laydown belt

6. Laydown belt conveys the sheet of
continuous filaments to thermal
Extruder calender rolls which bond the fabric
through heat and pressure

7. Fabric is wound on a roll
